TRAFFIC DOORS AND FRAMES


A.
 Model Chase Corrections Corrosion Resistant Gate Door 

1. Doors shall be constructed of 1/2” thick stress relieved and sanitized high density polyethylene material with round edges. Maximum width of a single panel shall be 48”. Door shall meet industry standards for HDPE material of maximum allowable panel deflection of ¼” per 36”. Architect to select color from the full line of manufacturer’s standard SRP colors [black, metallic gray, white, chocolate brown, cloud gray, red, beige]. 
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2.
Doors shall utilize the Ultra-Soft Touch™ assisted gravity hinge system which is hidden in the anodized aluminum back spine.  The back spine is riveted to the door panel and includes upper and lower stainless steel hinges.

B.
Door Stops

1.
Optional door stops for single panels shall be constructed with 1/2” thick 

stress relieved and sanitized high density polyethylene. Stops shall be 

used to limit the swing pattern. 

C.
Frames:  Tubular Steel by door manufacturer.

FABRICATION


A.
General:  Provide traffic door assemblies manufactured as integral units ready 



for installation.


B.
Metal Surfaces:  For metal surfaces exposed to view in the completed Work, 

provide materials with smooth, flat surfaces without blemishes.  Do not use 

materials with exposed pitting, seam marks, roller marks, rolled trade names or 

roughness.

WARRANTY

365 days from the date of installation or 395 days from the date of 



shipment, whichever comes first.

PART 3 - EXECUTION


A.
Install special doors complete with necessary hardware and accessories in 



accordance with final shop drawings, manufacturer's instructions and as



specified herein.


B.
All assemblies must be installed plumb, level and properly aligned.


C.
Upon completion of installation, lubricate, test and adjust doors to operate



easily, free from warp, twist or distortion.


D.
Coordinate installation of bollards and/or wall stops with architectural drawings.
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
